The family will: 

• Make sure that your child attends school regularly, is punctual and notify school as early 
as possible in the case of absence. 

• Support the school in all its policies (e.g. safeguarding, uniform, discipline & homework) 
• Advise the school of any health or relevant family difficulties which may affect a child’s 

progress or behaviour. 
• Attend Parent’s Evenings to discuss your child’s progress, as arranged. 
• Encourage your child to value learning by being supportive and interested. 

  
The school will: 

• Provide a broad and balanced curriculum to meet the needs of your child and fulfil the 
requirements of the National Curriculum. 

• Provide a safe and happy environment to help and encourage your child. 
• Have high expectations of your child’s effort, achievement and behaviour. 
• Apply school rules and policies fairly (copies are available on request). 
• Work with outside agencies in order to meet the needs of your child. 
• Be open and welcoming and offer you opportunities to become involved in the life of the 

school. 
• Provide regular information about school events and your child’s progress, so encouraging 

the partnership between home and school. 
• Encourage your child to behave safely and responsibly outside school by developing 

awareness of Road Safety and safe play issues. 
• Apply appropriate Child Protection Procedures should we have any concerns about a child. 

 
A child will: 

• Try their best in class, listen to the teacher and finish all tasks in a reasonable time. 
• Follow the school rules on behaviour and manners. 
• Work quietly and sensibly. 
• Be polite and helpful. 
• Look after their own belongings and take care of the property of others and the school. 

• Treat other people with care and respect.
