	Adaptation to Curriculum	

	Whole class brain breaks when transitioning from one task to another
Revisit prior learning (remembering key vocabulary from previous French lesson). For example recapping French numbers if taught in previous lesson.
Interactive activities on whiteboard so children can hear pronunciation of the French words.
Lots of games to keep children engaged, relating to the content taught.
Group activities to independent activities is clear for children.
Tables and chairs are suitable for the children.
Promotion of a calm learning environment. Appropriate noise levels dependent on task. Ear defenders available to support. Quiet and individual workstations used when required. Use of hessian/natural muted colours and materials for displays where possible, to avoid sensory overload and distraction for pupils which can be caused by classrooms that are ‘too busy’ with clutter and/or too much colour.
Mixed ability groupings to allow peer support.
Pupils can see and hear clearly, including communication from the teacher, peers and interactive board/screens within the classroom. iPads are provided for those pupils for visual and hearing aids. 	

	Adaptation to Teaching Style/Strategy

	Learning is chunked so that overload of information doesn’t occur.
Key French words are displayed clearly on whiteboard.
Single step instructions for each stage of the lesson so the children know what to do.
High expectations – every child will have the same steps to success, so all children have equal opportunity to succeed. No ceiling on learning.
Tasks are scaffolded so children can achieve the same objectives and become more independent. For example, if looking at French numbers there will be a variated of the task.
Concrete resources, such as word mats/posters are around the room always for children to refer too.
On the spot marking – allowing children to move forward with learning.
Multisensory approaches used.
Practical and outdoor learning – active learning – use chalk outside to recap key vocab.
WAGOLL - Provide the children with a model to ensure the teacher’s expectations for the session and task are clear. 	
Over-learning of concepts.
Summary of what was learnt in the lesson.


	Adaptation of Teaching Materials and Resources

	French posters around the room allowing children to see them during the lessons.
Chucky pencils and pencil grips available for children who need them.
Overlays are provided for children who struggle reading from a white background.
Sloping board available to support motor control.
Word banks available on tables.
Adapted printing materials to support learning.
Provide well-maintained and attractive reading area containing a range of books that will appeal to pupils including French spoken books.
Wording of questions is planned, avoiding complex vocabulary − careful preparation ensures all pupils have opportunities to answer open-ended questions. 
French dictionaries are available throughout lessons.



	Adaptation of Recording 

	Custom fonts (size, colour, style) and overlays on devices. Use of a clear font type such as Arial or Comic Sans Use of scribe or use of ICT to support writing.
Pictures and videos are uploaded to SEESAW as evidence of learning. Children can achieve the same outcomes in French but it can be through talking instead of writing.
Use of digital mind maps and padlets.
Use of iPad/voice notes tool/talking tins. Can rehearse and record sentences to support writing them down.
Accessibility features on technology such as screen filters.


	Adaptation of/innovative use of Support

	Independent work is promoted through support staff scaffolding learning.
Support staff check in with SEND children, using resources such as visual timers. For example, using timers to support brain breaks.
Additional adults supporting children during teaching inputs, breaking down tasks further, simplifying instructions, use of equipment and visual supports, supporting and preparing pupils to feedback their ideas and answers. 
Allowing all children to have thinking time before they answer questions (talk partners).
Scribe or reader to support children.
Sensory breaks when needed, to give children a break from learning, so that they can focus. This is with a trusted adult.
Adapting lesson if it becomes too challenging for children.
